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Running KeyNLM as a Service in Windows

What is needed:

Instsrv.exe installs and removes system services from Windows

Srvany.exe allows any Windows application to run as a service.

You will need to put these files in a directory called reskit

KeyNLM needs to be installed, tested and fully working on the system. 

You need to be logged in the system as Administrator

Note: Make sure the Services Manager is closed while running the DOS commands.

Create Service KeyNLM

At a MS-DOS command prompt (Start | Run | "cmd.exe"), type the following command:

<path>\reskit\INSTSRV.EXE KeyNLM <path>\reskit\SRVANY.EXE

This creates the service in the Services manager and the registry keys to setup what program to run.

Adjust Service KeyNLM

Next open regedit.exe Start | run | regedit.exe

Next navigate to this registry key.

HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SYSTEM\CurrentControlSet\Services\KeyNLM

From the Edit menu, click New | Key and name it Parameters

Next from the Edit menu, click New | String value and type this information.

Value Name: Application

Data Type : REG_SZ

String : c:\program files\network licensing\network licensing.exe

Next from the Edit menu, click New | String value and type this information.

Value Name: AppDirectory

Data Type : REG_SZ

String : c:\program files\network licensing

On the server, go to “c:\program files\network licensing\” locate the file “fpaths.ini” if it does not exist create using text editor – first line of file should be a UNC path to the shared folder i.e “\\server name\shared folder\” if this exits and is correct, leave as is, the second line should be the actual location of the shared folder i.e “c:\keynet\”. Save file and start service.

Goto Control Panel, open Service Manager – highlight KeyNLM, pick startup,

Startup Type – Automatic

Log On As: - Systems Account

Check – “Allow Service to Interact with Desktop”

Start Service KeyNLM

Now you can start your service from the Service Manager. No reboot is required.

Remove Service

To remove KeyNLM run this command from command prompt.

<path>\reskit\INSTSRV.EXE KeyNLM REMOVE
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
